Grounds and Quiet Garden Report for 2011
It has been 10 years since the Hitchcock Memorial Quiet Garden was installed and it has developed into a place we can all be proud of.  Improvements include a lily pond, concrete walk, additional trees, shrubs, and flowers, pet memorial, a drip irrigation system, and benches.  A unique feature to the garden is a Majestic English Oak from Sherwood Forest, Nottinghamshire, England.

Equipment added includes a Troy tractor, fertilizer spreader, sprayer, and numerous tools.

Until this year, we have had enough rain and snow to sustain the garden.  Now we are in a severe drought period and may lose many shrubs and small trees.

Our affiliate, The Quiet Garden Trust in England, featured our garden in their “Quiet Places” newsletter, which is distributed to all of their members around the world, i.e., Great Britain, Europe, Australia, New Zealand, Africa, and the U.S.A.

An information booklet identifying all of the trees, shrubs, and flowers was prepared and copies are available at the entry to the garden.

We continue to encourage parishioners and others to memorialize their pets with an engraved brick at $35.00 each.
Landscaping the entry to the parking lot will be installed in 2012.
